Guidelines on Special Music
Preparing and presenting special music is a privilege not a right.  When we present special music before the church body, we are representing the Lord Jesus Christ and presenting ourselves as a lead worshipper to the members of Calvary.  
Therefore, these guidelines are put into place, not to discourage anyone from using their gifts, but as a way to encourage a certain standard and precedent for our ministry that honors the Lord and encourages others in a lifestyle of worship.

(Invited guests will be determined at the discretion of the pastoral staff.)

Qualifications:
1. Be a born-again believer in Jesus Christ.
2. Be a member of Calvary Baptist Church.
3. Have regularly attended Calvary for at least three months.
4. Support the ministry and leadership of Calvary.
5. Exhibit a Christ-like character.
6. Possess a proficient musical or artistic ability
7. Be committed to a daily, personal worship time.
8. Meet with the Worship pastor for an initial informal interview.
What to expect in the informal interview:
1. Be prepared to share your personal testimony.
2. Prepare a piece to sing or play.
3. A short Q&A time with the Worship pastor.
4. Review of special music criteria.
Performance:
1. Be prepared---musically and spiritually.
2. Make sure that you have done a sound check beforehand.
3. Dress modestly (Remember, you are representing the Lord.)
4. Introduce the song, if applicable.
5. Stay humble and offering praise back to the Lord.

Remember, the goal is to minister in such a way that is not distracting, but draws the focus away from ourselves and on God.
