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The purpose of the audition process is to determine the individual’s musical proficiency, spiritual maturity, and personal compatibility with our approach to worship.  This process is also used to stress the important level of commitment required.

1. The first step in this process is to pray and ask God if this is the ministry in which He wants you to serve.

2. Pick up and fill out a membership profile form from the church office and bring it with you to the audition.

3. There will be two parts to the audition process:

a. Personal interview:  During your audition time, the worship pastor will conduct a very informal interview regarding your profile form to get to know more about you and your desire to serve in the worship ministry.  This will also include a time to review with you the ministry guidelines and answer any question you might have.
b. Music audition:  The music portion is very laid back, but helps us to see where you are musically and how your talents fit into the scheme of our ministry.
 
4. The music audition
a. Vocalists
i. Prepare a song to sing by memory
ii. Sing a simple worship song acapella
iii. Sing harmony to a lead vocal
iv. Be prepared to vocalize to evaluate range

b. Band
i. Prepare a song to play by memory
ii. Sight read a piece of sheet music/chord chart/lead sheet
iii. Play a simple worship song with a drummer (Drummers will play with a lead instrument)
 
5. Once the audition process is completed, the worship pastor will contact you regarding your opportunity for involvement on the team.  Barring any obstacles, you will take part in rehearsals for four weeks before participating in services.  This serves to further assess factors such as commitment to attendance, conduct on and off the platform, competence in your skill, and compliance to the guidelines set up for the ministry.
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
